Kerstin Alicki has recently informed the Board that she will need to resign from her office as president, also effective March 1,
2009. As you may know, Kerstin and her son Lukas moved to Boise, Idaho, last summer. Carrying out the duties of Board President
has shown not to be feasible from a distance. Kerstin is happy to remain a member of the board, but feels like she needs to step
down from the office of president.

The Board will put considerable time and effort into filing the currently vacant offices of Treasurer, Secretary and Vice-President
during the first part of the year. Hopefully the Board will also be able to welcome a new Board President in the near future. If you
enjoy working with numbers and organizations, we would be happy to consider your application to become the new Treasurer for
MOS. If you have past experience in working on non-profit boards and/or on the MOS Board, we will be happy to consider your
application as either Secretary or Board President. Kerstin will mentor any new Board President and Martha any new Treasurer
elected.

Itis important that the Board of Directors of a charter school is diversified and is not made up entirely of parents. This isn’t to say
that we don’t welcome parents who would like to become Board Members. However, if you have any friends or acquaintances
who are successful business managers, accountants, lawyers, etc., and you think they are open to alternative education, please
provide us with their name and contact information and Kerstin will call them.

As you have heard from Cindy our efforts to purchase our current building fell through last summer, after tough negotiations with
the owner. The Board has now appointed a Site Development Committee whose purpose is to hire a financial advisor who will
handle any business related to the financing, the purchasing of a site, and the construction of a building. The Board has learned
that it takes a great deal of expertise to realize our wish for owning our school building, and we are excited and grateful to now
have the help from the committee members who are Martha Jensen, Denette Chappelone, Dave Connors and Cindy Roe. If you
would like to join this Committee please contact Martha Jensen at 541-7700.

Anna Marx will manage the annual giving campaign this spring. This year’s campaign goals include funds for the specialty subject
programs, a staff fundraising position next school year and Eurythmy next school year. Watch the Tuesday for opportunities to help
with this.

While the thought of a new site can be quite exhilarating, it is also important to realize that it might be a couple of years before
any concrete options are going to be on the table. Therefore, the Board would like to join Cindy in asking for your help in keeping
our current school building functional, safe, and beautiful. There are always things that can be improved or that need repair and
we welcome any parent help. Cindy also would like to see a group of parents organizing themselves into a School Building
Maintenance Committee. Anyone who would like to take the lead with this committee, please be in touch with Cindy.

We are moving towards an annual budget of which 70% to 80% is supplied by the state of Arizona and 20% to 30% is provided by
fundraising, donations and grants. One reason for thisis that Arizona is 49th in the nation in per pupil spending. Another reason
that Arizona is considering cutting education funding by 5% next school year. The most important reason is that we are delivering
a better and better educational program to our students, your children. These improvements are simply too costly to be paid for
on the state budget.

A charter school of such caliber as Mountain Oak benefits from extra funds of course, and from the support of the parents in every
aspect of the school. Please remember the quality of education and the love your child receives at Mountain Oak when you think
about volunteering. It doesn’t take much to contribute to the school in a great way, and community work is the most rewarding.
